On Sunday, March 26, 2006, His Eminence Archbishop Moushegh
Mardirossian, Prelate, conducted Holy Mass at Orange County’s Forty Martyrs
Church on the occasion of the Feast of the Forty Martyrs and the name day of
the Church.
